Dispose air compressor that have filter,inline oiler,

adapters and lubricating oil. In the case of = I
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Before connecting the air hose, please apply 4 to 5 drops spindle oil(M12) at the air inlet. Moreover, oiling
is necessary after operating 3 to 4 hours.
Twist Teflon thread tape to ensure a proper seal air inlet .
Then tighten the air coupler into air high speed grinder .
Use compressor’  air coupler plug insert to tool inlet hose and confirm it whether loose.
to use only sockets and adapters which are in good condition and are intended for use with power tools;
The work air pressure is 6.2bar(90PSI).
Check whether reverse value is adjusted to correct place.
Then push switch lever to start.
When hook, handle or other accessories attached with tool, recommended to use as well for reducing
tiredness .
To operate the air drill,torque adjustable air _y
screwdrivers,and air tappers that suggest to install
